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Overall Summary 
Detections of seasonal respiratory viruses have decreased in recent weeks.  

 Influenza is the most common seasonal respiratory virus detected in Canada. Influenza activity has continued to decrease 
but remains above the epidemic threshold.  

o A total of 945 influenza detections were reported (926 influenza A, 19 influenza B).  

o Activity of influenza A (6.7% positive) has decreased, but remains above expected levels for this time of year. 

 Activity of other respiratory viruses is low, and is near expected levels for most viruses.   

 The number of tests performed for all viruses was above expected levels. 

 31/34 sentinel laboratories reported surveillance data.
